As
good shepherds we should be concerned about the physical needs
of our flock too. I wonder whether there are any family/families in
our parishes that are starving due to this lockdown and in need of
our help to relieve their physical hunger?

(Given the nature of our people, some may be even very hesitant to
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come and ask for help!) No one should go hungry in this moment
of distress. In this context, I give you permission to utilize the parish
funds to help the hungry to have food. You can also seek the support
of those who can afford for this purpose. In case you do not have
resources in your parish for this purpose, kindly refer the matter to me.

I would like to thank you once again for your cooperation and goodwill
and I take this opportunity also to wish you all a grace-filled Holy
Week culminating in a Happy and Blessed Easter! May the Peace and
Joy of the Risen Lord be with you always!

My dear Fathers,
Greetings from Bodhana!

We are at the threshold of Easter Sunday, the day which celebrates
Jesus’ resurrection defeating the powers of darkness and death! We
reach Easter Sunday after passing through Maundy Thursday and
Good Friday, days of excruciating pain, suffering and death! Yes, there
is anxiety and gloom all around us due to the outbreak of Covid-19
pandemic and the resulting nationwide lockdown in our effort to fight
the contagion! Yet, Jesus Christ who rose again defeating the forces of
evil and death gives us the shining hope that we too will pass through
these difficult moments and come out victorious, defeating the forces
of evil and sickness! I wish and pray that all of you may grow in the
intensity of your intimacy with the Lord during these days and truly
experience the Peace and Joy of the Risen Lord!

As you know, we are passing through a quite unusual situation. Our
people are locked-in their own respective homes. They cannot come
personally to the churches and participate in the Easter celebrations!
Yes, it is painful. But it is for our own advantage. We have to go through
this pain to win the fight against the fast spreading contagion. Hence,
instruct our people to stay home by all means! Be in constant contact
with them through WhatsApp and other social media and encourage
them to go through these difficult moments trusting in the promises
of Our Risen Lord!

In the given circumstances, in order to make our Easter celebrations

more meaningful, kindly give the following instructions to our people
which I make also in the light of the directions given by the CBCI
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President, Cardinal Oswald Gracias and our Major Archbishop, Mar
George Cardinal Alencherry:

1.Renewal of Our Baptismal Commitment:

Let each family in our diocese renew their baptismal commitment
under the leadership of the head of the family during the evening
prayers on Holy Saturday, unless they have already done so while
attending the Liturgy online on Holy Saturday. To do this, they can
first recite the Profession of Faith slowly and consciously and then
say together the prayer provided with this.

2. Praying together for our nation:

At this very trying time of pandemic, our most powerful weapon is
prayer. Cardinal Oswald Gracias, the president of the catholic Bishop’s
Conference of India has appealed to all the Bishops of India to pray
unitedly to God on Easter Sunday, 12th April at 12.00 noon. Thus,
all the Bishops in India will join together at the same time to pray
for our nation. I invite all our priests, religious, and lay faithful to join
this prayer. Kindly use the given text of the prayer. (English and
Malayalam text is given and for those who

cannot read both these languages, an audio file in Malayalam will be
given). You remain in your own place and join the prayer at 12.00
noon on Easter Sunday, 12 April

3. Consecration of Indian Church to the Most Sacred Heart of
Jesus and to the Immaculate Heart of Mary:

On the occasion of the above-said noon prayer on Easter Sunday,
together with the Bishops of India, I will be consecrating our nation, the
Church in India and especially our diocese to the Most Sacred Heart
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of Jesus and to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. I would request all of
you to be prepared just like in any other formal liturgical celebration
and join in this prayer and consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus
and Immaculate Heart of Mary. May our Lord and His Blessed Mother
provide us with the right antidote to overcome this corona pandemic.

4. Jesus, the Light of the World:

Jesus, with his glorious resurrection opens up a new era of hope and joy
to the world. He is the true light that dispels all darkness and anyone
who follows him will not be in darkness. Easter is, indeed, a great day
of rejoicing and happiness for us, Christians, despite the gloom that
is presently overshadowing all over. Taking into consideration of the
request of many people, the Bishops of Karnataka has suggested that
all of us express our joy and happiness by lighting lamps/candle/
illuminations and placing them at our prayer rooms, door steps,
balconies on Easter Sunday evening from 8.00 p.m. to 8.30 p.m. I
encourage all our faithful and religious to follow this suggestion and
light the lamps and join in prayer. This will be a united gesture on
the part of all the catholic families of the diocese of Bhadravtahi to
pray together with one mind and heart at the same time. We pray not
only for those who are suffering from the corona virus, but also for all
those who are at the service of the community like: govt. authorities,
govt. employees, doctors, nurses, essential service providers, social
workers and volunteers.

I would also repeat an earlier suggestion I have made: Let all the
families, priests and religious in our diocese come together in prayer
everyday from 7.00 p.m. to 8.00 p.m. in the evening, so that the diocese
of Bhadravathi as a family will be united in prayer before the Lord at
the same time every day.

My dear Fathers,
Cordial greetings from Bodhana Pastoral Centre!

I am writing these
lines to inform you of certain important matters and request you to
do whatever is necessary in this regard.

1. Extension of the term of office of the Kaikars:

In these circumstances,
I hereby, extend the term of office of all the existing kaikars in all our
parishes until that time when the next AnnualPothuyogam in our
parishes could be conducted and new kaikars could be elected. I direct
all the parish priests to kindly convey this matter to their respective
kaikars and request them to comply with this decision.

2. Keep the accounts and other documents ready for Pothuyogam
and Auditing:

As you have time now, I would request all our parish priests to get
ready with the accounts for the Annual Pothuyogam and for Auditing
so that we may organize the Parish Pothuyogam and Auditing at the
earliest possible opportunity after the lifting up of the lockdown.
Kindly also keep up-to-date all the relevant parish documents so that
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we can also conduct Parish Pastoral Visits, once the lockdown is lifted.
3. Keep in constant touch with our people:

As I 'have told you earlier, I do hope that all of you are doing whatever
is possible for the spiritual well-being of our people and to the support
of those who are in need of material help, during these very trying
days of the lockdown. In this context, my dear Fathers, let me remind
you once again, that, even though you cannot meet your parishioners
directly and personally, kindly be with them and in constant touch
with them through prayer and through social media contact! Please
encourage and motivate them to live their Christian life fervently
during these difficult times and grow in their trust in the Lord and
never abandon hope. Otherwise, in the event of a prolonged locked
down, I am afraid of an impending danger of estrangement of our
people from the church and its pastors! Kindly do take this advice
seriously and act accordingly!

Sub: On re-opening our parish churches for public worship after
the Covid-19 lockdown

My dear Fathers,
Greetings from the Pastoral Centre!

As you know, our churches have been closed for public liturgical
services since 22 March 2020 due to the lock-down imposed by the
Union Government in its effort to prevent the spread of Covid-19
pandemic. As a worshipping community it was painful for all of us
and our faithful not to have the opportunity to come together for
worship, especially for the Eucharistic celebration. Although the
lockdown and other strict restrictions imposed by the authorities
have helped slowing down the spread of Covid-19, all of us are aware
that the pandemic is not only not yet under control, but of late the
number of infections is on the increase in all over the country. Since
the extended lockdown has very adverse effects on the economy and
life of the people, especially that of the poor, the government has
allowed many concessions in the strict measures imposed and tried
to ease out the lockdown. As part of such measures, the Central and
State governments have now permitted the churches to be open for
public worship from 8 June 2020 onwards with very strict guidelines
to be followed for the safety of our people and ministers. Accordingly,
in many places the churches are being opened for public worship. At
the same time, several States have extended the lockdown due to the
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increase in the number of infections and the churches in these States
are not being opened. The situation in our State of Karnataka is not
any better as the number of Covid-19 cases reported are increasing
day by day. In this context, after consulting our priests and people
and taking the overall circumstances and the safety of our people
into consideration, we have decided not to have obligatory public
celebrations of the liturgy in the diocese of Bhadravathi until 30
June 2020. Till then, our people are given dispensation from their
obligation of participating in Sunday Mass. At the end of June, after
evaluating the then existing situation, further instructions will be
given in this regard.

Having said the above, it should also be kept in mind that even during
the lockdown, all our parish priests were celebrating the Holy Eucharist
in their respective parish churches without the participation of the
faithful. This practice of the celebration of the daily Holy Mass will
be continued in our parishes and hereafter, anyone from the parish
who so desires can come for these celebrations provided that he/
she is not prevented from coming to the church. The following are
prevented from coming to the church for the time being:

- Children below the age of 10 and adults above 65 years of age

- People with comorbidities (having any sickness), and pregnant women

- People exhibiting symptoms like fever, cough, sneezing etc.

- Those who are in quarantine at home and their family members

- People living in containment areas declared by the government.

All of them are strictly advised to stay at home. They may continue
their prayer, pious practices and participate the liturgical services
online from the safety of their home. Those who come to the church

to participate in the Holy Mass must follow very strictly the guidelines
given by the authorities.
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All our parish priests are requested to kindly make all the necessary
arrangements in our parishes for the celebration of the liturgy with
the participation of the faithful, keeping all the Standard Operating
Procedures (SOP) prescribed by the government. These arrangements
include: forming a Covid-19 Safety Committee in each parish, cleaning
and disinfecting the church and its premises, installing cleaning and
sanitization facilities, marking and making seating arrangements inside
the church keeping the safe distance from each other etc. A detailed
circular describing all the SOP and other precautionary measures will
be given at the earliest.

My dear Fathers, I take this opportunity to thank you all for the
exemplary pastoral concern and care that you have shown in catering
to the spiritual needs of our faithful during the past months of pain
and confusion. Now it is time for us to show even more creativity,
concern and confidence in slowly bringing back our faithful to the
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congregational worship. At the same time, it is of utmost importance
that we ensure the safety of our faithful and that of our priests and
religious. Hence, I request your full cooperation in implementing the
safety measures given here below.

PASTORAL GUIDELINES ON THE RESUMPTION OF

PUBLIC HOLY MASSES DURING COVID-19 EMERGENCY
(General Standard Operating Procedures)

General Instructions:

1.

Form a Covid-19 Safety Committee at the Parish Level to
implement and monitor the safety measures and the Standard
Operating Procedures as contained in this document (and possibly
add other measures deemed good) for ensuring that our churches
are kept safe and the health of its members is not compromised.
This Committee may include the Kaikars, volunteers, doctors and
nurses if any from the parish. The Parish Priest is responsible to
ensure that these guidelines are strictly observed.

Keep the surroundings of the church hygienic, neat and tidy with
particular focus on lavatories, hand and foot-washing stations/
areas. Ensure that the inside of the church is regularly and
appropriately cleaned with detergents, disinfectants and sanitizers;
clean the frequently touched surfaces like tables, chairs, doorknobs
etc.

Install cleaning facilities for the people and make sure that hand-
sanitizer is available at the entrance door to clean the hands upon
arrival.

The following are prevented from coming to the church for the
time being:

- Children below the age of 10 and adults above 65 years of age

- People with comorbidities (having any sickness), and pregnant women
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- People exhibiting symptoms like fever, cough, sneezing etc.

- Those who are in quarantine at home and their family members

- People living in containment areas declared by the government.

All of them are strictly advised to stay at home. They may continue

their prayer, pious practices and participate the liturgical services

online from the safety of their home. They are dispensed from their
Sunday obligation until further notice.

Posters/standees on preventive measures about COVID-19 to be
displayed prominently in the church premises.

Within the premises of the church and inside the church always
maintain social/physical distance; wearing of mask is mandatory.

The norms of social/physical distancing restrict the number
of persons inside the church at a given time. The parish priest
in consultation with the Safety Committee and taking into
consideration of the space available inside the church should
decide the number of faithful who could be admitted for each
celebration.

The number of Holy Masses could be increased according to the
need; it could also be organized ward-wise.

To control the crowd on Sundays, any member of the parish
who wish to participate in the Sunday Mass should inform the
parish priest on the previous day and get his permission. If there
are more than one Holy Mass, then he/she should come at the
time assigned by the parish priest.

At the Entrance of the Church

The faithful have to reach the church 15 to 30 minutes early to
go through the preventive and precautionary formalities.
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Shoes/footwear should be kept in separate slots for each individual
/ family by the persons themselves.

Kaikas/volunteers must be present at the entrance of the church
to dispense a few drops of sanitizer on each entrant’s palm. They
should scan the body temperature of people entering the church by
using the infrared non-contact thermometer. People who display
any symptoms of fever and respiratory illness are not permitted
to enter the church.

A register of all who participate in the church functions should
be maintained by date and time.

The faithful enter the church through the main door and exit
through the side doors.

Anyone entering the church should wear mask and they have to
wear it all the time while they are inside the church and in its
premises.

Holy water fonts if any at the entrance of the church must be
kept empty.

Inside the Church / During the Mass

Seating arrangements are to be made in such a way that adequate
social distance is maintained i.e.,, a minimum distance of 6 feet
between seats.

Windows should be kept open to ensure adequate ventilation.

Respiratory etiquette is to be strictly maintained that includes the
strict practice of covering one’s mouth and nose while coughing /
sneezing with a tissue, handkerchief, flexed elbow, and disposing
off used tissues properly.

Touching the statues/altar/relics is not to be permitted.

Use of common liturgical booklets and hymnals are suspended,
hence they should not be kept in common.

The sign of peace shall be exchanged by bowing heads, with folded

hands and avoiding physical contact.

No choir or singing in groups. Those who lead the singing should
maintain adequate physical distance.

Microphones and their covers are to be sanitized after every use.

Duration of the Mass is to be reduced: 30 minutes on week days
and 1 hour on Sundays.

Service of altar servers can be suspended for the time being.

The Priest and the extraordinary ministers sanitize their hands
before and after the distribution of communion.

Holy communion is given in single species on the palm of the
faithful carefully without touching them, and the faithful receive
the communion by stretching their hands and without coming
too close to the minister. Never give communion on the tongue.
Instruct the faithful accordingly.

No collections should be made during the Mass. Sunday collections
and offerings could be made through collection boxes or baskets
placed at some noticeable places.

Only Holy Eucharistic may be allowed to be celebrated publicly in
the churches. All the Parish feasts, Adorations, Novenas and Ward
Prayer meetings are suspended for the time being. For funerals
and marriages, the specific norms prescribed by the government
must be followed.

The Sacrament of Reconciliation is to be administered by keeping
a distance of 6 feet. Wearing of face mask is mandatory during
the administration of this sacrament.
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After the Mass

The faithful leave the premises of the church immediately after the
mass. No gatherings in groups; no socialization; no body contact.
Maintain social distance.

Close the church after the celebration.

Perform a general cleaning of the Church with sanitizers and
disinfectants.

Clean the frequently touched surfaces such as chairs, tables and

door knobs.

Instructions for the Priests

Priests should remember that the faithful will now be observing, more
than ever, their hygiene and manners. Hence, they should be aware
of their mannerisms that may disgust the faithful and by all means,
try to correct them.

1.

The celebrant, (and the concelebrants if any), after vesting in the
sacristy should wash their hands thoroughly before beginning the
Mass.

Avoid concelebration of the Holy Mass as far as possible. A priest
should not celebrate Mass in public if he is sick or having a cough,
cold, fever etc. Make alternative arrangements for the Mass.

The sacristan / religious sister who makes preparations for the
Mass and handles bread and wine should be given clear guidelines
regarding proper hygiene and sanitization of hands.

During the celebration, the folded hands of the priest should rest
on his chest or on the altar; do not have them touching on one’s
lips or anywhere closer to the nose.
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Avoid touching your mouth, nose and eyes during the celebration
of the Mass. If at all you had to touch any of these body parts,
then clean your hands using sanitizer.

Never place your handkerchief on the altar after use.

The hosts to be consecrated for the faithful should be placed in a
ciborium and it should be kept covered always during the Mass,
except during the distribution of communion.

Sanitize your hands before and after distributing the Holy
Communion. Communion should be given in one species, always
on the palm of the recipient.

Avoid touching or laying your hands on the faithful while you

bless them or pray for them.

Sub: Regarding the Celebration of Sunday Mass in the context
of existing restrictions

My dear Fathers,
Greetings from the Pastoral Centre!

When we opened our churches partially for public worship on 14 June
2020 due to the relaxations in the lockdown, I had told you that we
would review the situation at the end of the month of June 2020 and
give further directions. Reviewing the existing scenario, however, one
can see that unfortunately, the number of infections is not coming
down but increasing day by day. In this context, the Government
of Karnataka, in its efforts to control the spread of Covid-19, has
declared complete lockdown on Sundays until further notice. Hence,
we may not be able to have Eucharistic celebrations on Sundays in
our parishes with the participation of the faithful. Therefore, I direct
that until this lockdown is lifted, Sundays’ liturgy could be organized
on Saturdays with the Sunday’s readings and message. Wherever
necessary, you may have two celebrations on Saturdays, one in the
morning and one in the evening. Those who are unable to come for
the liturgy on Saturdays may be encouraged to come and participate
in the Holy Mass on any other day in the week. The relaxation given
from the Sunday obligation is extended until further notice. Care must
be taken that the Holy Mass on Saturday evening is over well before
the beginning of the lockdown time. Absolute care must also be taken
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to keep meticulously the SOP and other precautionary measures given
by the authorities. You may kindly instruct our faithful accordingly
through WhatsApp or any other means of communication.

CIRCULAR OF THE MAJOR ARCHBISHOP
The Liturgical Celebrations of the Holy Week 2020

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

As we are passing through a difficult phase in our life because of the
global COVID-19 pandemic we shall continue to offer our prayers
to the Compassionate Father to save us and the whole world from
this sad situation. It is during this time of severe crisis that we enter
the Holy Week, commemorating the Paschal mysteries of Our Lord.
Let us join our prayers to the passion of Jesus Christ and pray for
the gift of Divine Mercy.

We, in India, are in the 21 days lockdown announced by the Prime
Minister. There are similar situations in other countries too. The
liturgical celebrations of the Holy Week should be limited respecting
the restrictions imposed by the governments and the civil authorities.

In keeping with the directives issued by the Congregation for the
Eastern Churches and after due deliberations, the following guidelines
are issued for the celebration of the Holy Week liturgies in the Syro-
Malabar Eparchies, taking also into account the restrictions imposed
on the general population with regard to celebrations by the civil
authorities. Kindly adhere to these guidelines.

1. On the basis of the restrictions imposed for the assembly and
movement of people to contain this pandemic, it is decided that the

rites of the Holy Week are to be celebrated without the gathering
of the faithful.

2. 'The Bishops may celebrate the liturgies in the cathedrals and the
priests in their respective parishes. However care should be taken
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10.

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to see that there are not more than five persons present at any
time.

As far as possible live streaming of the liturgical celebrations should

be done for the benefit of the faithful.

On Palm Sunday, palms just enough for those present (if available)
need be blessed. The palms need not be distributed to others on
Palm Sunday.

The Chrism Mass celebration need not be held now, given the
special circumstances. (It can be held later, maybe in connection
with the Feast of Pentecost).

On Holy Thursday, the washing of feet is to be omitted.
The traditional breaking of the bread should be limited to individual

families. There should be no common breaking of the bread either
in kudumbakoottayma groups or in any kind of small groups.

On Good Friday no public veneration of the Cross or the Way
of the Cross should be held. These may be scheduled on a later
occasion, on September 14, the Feast of the Exaltation of the
Cross, for instance.

On Holy Saturday the Blessing of the Water need not be held for
distributing to the people. This can be done at a later time.

The Easter rituals need not be held at night. Offering Holy Qurbana
in the morning will suffice.

The Holy Week should be a time of incessant prayers in families.
Reading of the Scripture and praying the Liturgy of the Hours,
the Way of the Cross and the Chaplet of Divine Mercy will help
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the faithful to live in the Spirit of the Holy Week.

Hoping to experience the compassion and protection of the Lord
during this time of severe afflictions and restrictions, let us unite
ourselves to the salvific mysteries of our Lord Jesus Christ. May our
Merciful Father bless us, our Church and the whole world.

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Additional Circular of the Major Archbishop
(Sabhadinam to the Mission Eparchies)

Dear brothers and sisters in Jesus Christ,

The feast of Dukrana of St Thomas reminds us of our vocation to
spread the Gospel of Christ. Just before ascending into heaven, after
accomplishing his earthly mission, Jesus said to his disciples: “Go
into all the world and preach the gospel to the whole creation. He
who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not
believe will be condemned” (Mk. 16: 15-16). We received the faith
in Jesus as a grace of God in our baptism. Gradually we grow in that
faith through listening to the Word of God, by receiving the other
sacraments, by prayers and acts of charity. In all the sacraments it is
the Holy Spirit of God who gives us the grace of life in Jesus Christ
and nourishes it. So we must always be listening to the promptings
of the Holy Spirit from our heart. We call it our Christian conscience.
We have to be always thankful to the Lord for this gift of faith. It
is this gift that makes us children of God in Jesus Christ, the Son
of God. If we grow in this gift of faith we will be able to enjoy the
internal freedom of the children of God, as we enjoy the freedom of
a child in our families.

DECREE

The undersigned Cardinal George Alencherry, Major Archbishop
of the Syro-Malabar Church, in accordance with the decision of
XXVII Synod (2019), Session I, held from 07-18 January 2019,
promulgated for the Syro-Malabar Church the KCBC Guidelines for
Safe Environment Programme for Church Personnel Connected With
Institutions where Minors or Vulnerable Adults Are Given Particular
Care on 6 February 2019.

Meanwhile, Holy Father Pope Francis, through the motu proprio,
Vos estis lux mundi, which was promulgated on 9 May 2019 and
entered into force on 01 June 2019, established new procedures for
reporting abuse and violence committed by clerics or members of
Institutes of Consecrated Life and Apostolic Life. This motu proprio
gave direction that every eparchy/archeparchy should have public,
stable and easily accessible systems for submission of reports, even
through the institution of a specific ecclesiastical office within an year
from its entry into force.

In this context, the XXVII Synod (2019), Session II held from 19-30
August 2019 decided to constitute structures in the light of the motu
proprio, Vos estis lux mundi to implement the Safe Environment
Programme in the Syro-Malabar Church, formulating necessary
guidelines and procedures to be followed in the execution of Safe
Environment Programme, taking into account the laws of the land. As
directed by the Synod of Bishops, the Episcopal Committee formed
by the Permanent Synod, held on 3 February 2020, for scrutinizing
the norms and guidelines presented the draft in the Permanent Synod
of the Syro-Malabar Church held on 22 May 2020. The meeting of

the Permanent Synod approved the Norms and Procedures of the
Eparchial/Archeparchial Safe Environment Committee in the Syro-
Malabar Church and requested the Major Archbishop to promulgate
the same before 01 June 2020.

Therefore, the undersigned Cardinal George Alencherry, the Major
Archbishop of the Syro-Malabar Church, in accordance with the
decision of the XXVII Synod (2019), Session II held from 19-30
August 2019, hereby promulgates Norms and Procedures of the
Eparchial /Archeparchial Safe Environment Committee in the Syro-
Malabar Church for the entire Syro-Malabar Church. The Syro-
Malabar eparchies outside India shall enforce these guidelines with
necessary adaptations after carefully considering the laws in force of
the respective countries. These norms and procedures shall take effect
from 31 May 2020.

Particular care shall be taken by the concerned eparchial/archeparchial
authorities to constitute and start functioning expeditiously Safe
Environment Committees as required by this promulgated document.
The Major Superiors of the Institutes of Consecrated Life and Societies
of Apostolic Life of Pontifical and Major Archiepiscopal Right shall
constitute Safe Environment Committees for their respective Institutes
after the model given in these norms.

NORMS AND PROCEDURES OF THE EPARCHIAL /
ARCHEPARCHIAL SAFE ENVIRONMENT COMMITTIEE IN
THE SYRO - MALABAR CHURCH

PART I
PRELIMINARY NORMS
Section I - Title and Objectives

1. Title: These norms are called “Norms and Procedures of the
Eparchial / Archeparchial Safe Environment Committee in the
Syro-Malabar Church”. These norms apply to all Church personnel,
parishes and institutions, as the case may be, according to the
definitions given in various documents quoted herein, within the

eparchy/archeparchy.

2. 'The objectives of the Eparchial/Archeparchial Safe Environment
Committee are the following:

2.1  To implement the policy given by the ecclesiastical as
well as civil authorities against harassment and abuse
committed against women, children or vulnerable adults
by any category of Church personnel.

2.2 To remain as a permanent mechanism for the prevention
and redressal of harassment cases and other acts of gender
based violence and its cover ups in any form.

2.3 To ensure the implementation of the Safe Environment
Policy through proper handling of the complaints and
their follow-up procedures.

To uphold the commitment of the eparchy to provide
a safe environment free of gender based discrimination
where everyone can feel comfortable.

To promote a social, psychological as well as a spiritual
environment to raise awareness on harassment in its
various forms.

3. In these norms unless the context otherwise
requires:

Safe Environmentmeans an environment where a person
is free from sexual and all sorts of harassment and feels
comfortable.

Minormeansany person under the age of eighteen or who
is considered by law to be the equivalent of a minor.

Vulnerable Adultmeans any person in a state of infirmity,
physical or mental deficiency or deprivation of personal
liberty which, in fact, even occasionally, limits their ability
to understand or to want or otherwise to resist the offence.

Child pornography means any representation of a minor,
regardless of the means used, involved in explicit sexual
activities, whether real or simulated, and any representation
of sexual organs of minors for primarily sexual purposes
or the indecent or obscene representation of a child.

Church Personnelmeans clerics (bishops, priests, deacons),
members of the institutes of consecrated life and societies
of apostolic life, candidates to priesthood and religious life
as well as other similar states of life, lay faithful who are
employees or volunteers (kaikkars, sacristans, accountants,
catechism teachers, parish council members, office bearers
of pious associations, similar office bearers, etc.) in the
Church.
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3.6  Sexual Harassmentmeans and includes any unwelcome
sexual advances, requests for sexual favours and other
verbal expression or physical conduct of sexual nature
which makes a person feel offended, humiliated or
intimidated. It includes any one or more of the following
unwelcome acts or behaviour, whether directly or by
implication.

When deprecatory comments, conduct
or any such behaviour is based on the
gender identity/sexual orientation of the
person and/or when the premises or any
public forum of the institute is used to
denigrate/discriminate against person(s),
or when a hostile environment is created
on the basis of a person’s gender identity/
sexual orientation.

Teaching activities or explanation
of various issues related to fertility,
reproductive health and other research
topics in a scientific manner as a part
of training programmes approved and
endorsed by legitimate authorities will
not be considered as harassment.

Relevant questions asked or explanations
sought by the legitimate authorities
(counsellors, judges etc.) regarding
sexual problems, sexual orientation
or the concept of sexuality of the
contesting spouses in a marriage case
in the ecclesiastical tribunals will not be
considered as harassment.

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Cover up means actions or omissions intended to
interfere with or avoid civil investigations or canonical
investigations, whether administrative or penal, against a
Church personnel, by his/her legitimate superior.

Safe Environment Directoris the one who is responsible
for implementing the Safe Environment Programme in
an eparchy/archeparchy of the Syro-Malabar Church and
ensuring adherence to its requirements. The Director is
appointed by the eparchial/archeparchial bishop or the
one who holds his responsibility.

Safe Environment Committeemeans the Committee
appointed by the eparchial/archeparchial bishop to assist
the Safe Environment Directorfor implementing safe
environment policy.

Complainant means a victim, or if the victim is unable to
make a complaint due to mental or physical incapacity or
death, his/her parents/legal guardian/heir or such other
person as may be prescribed by law.

Respondent means the Church personnel against whom
a complaint has been made.

Wherever she/he is used in these procedures to indicate
a person or persons, it includes also the persons not
belonging to either of these genders.

Day means a calendar day according to the Christian era
excluding holidays, both religious and civil, whether full
or partial.

Section III - Jurisdiction

The Committee shall consist of a minimum of five members,
who shall be appointed by the bishop/archbishop of an eparchy/
archeparchy. The Committee should be composed of priests,
religious sisters, lay men and lay women.

The Director may be female or male. She/he shall have
adequate knowledge in legal matters and its procedures
concerning sexual harassment of women, minors and
vulnerable adults. She/he is appointed by the bishop of
an eparchy/archeparchy for a period of three years.

The Office Administrator, appointed by the bishop, shall
be a person, male or female, who shall supervise and
administer the day to today affairs of the office including
maintenance of office files, records, namely, attendance
register, case diary, case files, other document register,
complaint register and similar documents.

The Coordinator, appointed by an eparchial /archeparchial
bishop/archbishop shall preferably be a lay person, who
is to function as a facilitator.

Among the other members, there could be:
6.4.1 A counsellor/psychologist/ social worker;

6.4.2 A person of good reputation, having knowledge
in the civil law and/or previous experience in
investigation and enquiry of cases.

Depending on the necessity of each case, the Director
may co-opt members and experts on an ad hoc basis.

The appointment of the members may be made for a period

The members can be removed for valid reasons by the
appointing authority, after, having given her/him a chance
to explain herself/himself. It is highly recommended that
she/he is not removed while the enquiry of a case is in
progress.

Section III- Powers and Duties of the Committee

8. The Safe Environment Committee will be the authority in an
eparchy/archeparchy of the Syro-Malabar Church to deal with
any sort of harassment case and the infringement of the Safe
Environment Policy promulgated by the Major Archbishop of the
Syro-Malabar Church.

9. The Committee is invested with the following duties:

9.1 Ensure a safe and secure environment for minors and
vulnerable adults within the eparchy/archeparchy. The
Committee shall:

9.1.1 Provide periodical safe environment training to
the Church personnel in an eparchy/archeparchy.

9.2 Issue certificates to the Church personnel who participate
in the periodical training programmes and seminars and
any other events organized by the Committee.

Help the victim with necessary aids to report the cases
of sexual assault or harassment to the Committee itself as
well as to the civil authorities.

Address the spiritual, physical and emotional state of the
victim, his/her family and the affected community.

Address the possibility of false accusations against the
clergy, employees and volunteers.

Provide a safe, accessible and sensitive mechanism for
registering complaints.

Take cognisance of complaints about sexual harassment,
conduct inquiries, and provide assistance and redressal
to the victims and recommend appropriate action against
the harasser.

After the inquiry, recommend disciplinary action to the
concerned authorities.

Recommend the intervention of the eparchial /archeparchial
authority to provide legal assistance to the complainant
if he/she chooses to file a complaint in relation to the
offence under the Indian Penal Code or any other law in
force at the time.

Recommend the intervention of the eparchial /archeparchial
authority to provide medical assistance to the victim with
the consent of the complainant or even without consent in
such cases where the complainant is physically or mentally
incapacitated to give his/her consent.

Inform the concerned authority to arrange for appropriate
psychological, emotional and physical support (in the
form of counselling, security and other assistance) to the
victim whenever the Committee finds it necessary.
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Section IV - Meetings of the Committee

10. The members of the Committee shall meet at least once in three
months.

The Director shall convene a meeting at the request of
the majority of the total members of the Committee, on
a date not later than fifteen days from the receipt of such
a request.

The quorum for the meeting of the Committee shall be
five. If the quorum is not complete in the scheduled
time, it shall be adjourned for half an hour and thereafter
the requirement of quorum ceases and the meeting shall
proceed with at least three of its members.

All decisions in the meeting will be taken through
consensus of the members of the Committee present
in the meeting. In case of any disagreement among the
members regarding any decision, it will be decided by
the majority of votes.

Agenda, discussions and the decisions shall be recorded
in writing and undersigned by all the members present
in the meeting.

PART III

PROCEDURAL NORMS

Section I - Procedure for Filing a Complaint

11. Any person/employee, male or female (hereinafter mentioned
as the ‘Complainant’) shall have the right to file a complaint

concerning any harassment against Church personnel (hereinafter
mentioned as the ‘Respondent’). All complaints shall be addressed

to the Director of the Safe Environment Committee.

The complaint should be filed within a period of 3 months
from the date of incident. In case of a series of incidents,
the complainant should file a case within a period of 3
months from the date of the last incident. The Committee
may extend the time limit, not exceeding three months,
if the Committee is satisfied by the reasons given by the
complainant to make a written complaint.

In the case of sexual abuse of minors by clerics, prescription
period is twenty years, which begins to run from the day
on which a minor completes his eighteenth year of age
(SST Procedural Norms Art. 7 §§1, 2)

Where the aggrieved person is unable to file a complaint
on account of his/her physical or mental incapacity or
death or otherwise, his/her legal heir or guardian or any
other person as prescribed by law may make a complaint
under this section.

All complaints shall be in writing. The complainant can
avail the assistance of the Safe Environment Committee
Director or any of its members to prepare the complaint
in writing.

If possible the complaint should be dated and signed
in front of the Director by the complainant. When
the complaint is prepared with the assistance of the
Committee, the complaint prepared shall be read out to
the complainant and will receive his/her signature.

The identity of the complainant/informant shall be kept
confidential as much as the law demands.

Section II - Preliminary Investigation

78
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12. Within a period of 7 (seven) working days from the date of

reception of the complaint, the Director shall convene a meeting of
the Committee to deal with the complaint and make a preliminary

inquiry or fact finding inquiry to verify the facts of the complaint.
An Inquiry Committee (Internal Complaint Committee) shall be

constituted as per the norms of Sexual Harassment of Women at
Workplace Act 2013, Art. 10-11, if the complaint is found genuine.

The Inquiry Committee has the option to settle the matter
between the complainant and the respondent through
reconciliation at any stage of the inquiry. For this, the
wishes of the complainant shall be ascertained. If the
complainant wishes that a warning would suffice, then
the alleged offender shall be called to the meeting of the
Committee, and shall be heard, and if a warning is just and
proper, he/she may be warned about his/her behaviour.
The matter shall be treated as concluded and disposed of
with a note to that effect made in the complaint register
signed by both the parties.

When a settlement has been arrived through reconciliation,
in cases permitted by the law, the Director shall record
the settlement so arrived and forward the same to the

eparchial/archeparchial bishop/archbishop.

The Director shall provide the copies of the settlement as
recorded to the complainant and the respondent.

When a settlement is reached through reconciliation, no
further inquiry shall be conducted by the Safe Environment
Committee.

Reconciliation shall not be made on the basis of monetary
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settlement.

12.6  Where the aggrieved person informs the Committee
that the terms of settlement arrived under 12.2 have not
been complied with by the respondent, the Committee
makes an inquiry and continue with further proceedings
mentioned in the Act.

12.7 If the case falls under POCSO (Protection of Children
from the Sexual Offence Act 2012), the Committee shall
direct the concerned persons to report the matter to the
Police as per the norms. At the same time, the Committee
shall report the case of sexual abuse by clerics and religious
to the competent hierarch/major superior who will report
the matter to the Congregation for the Doctrine of Faith.

Section III - Constitution of the Inquiry Committee

13. The Inquiry Committee will be a part of Safe Environment
Committee with the following criteria:

13.1 The Director in consultation with the Bishop and the
members of the Safe Environment Committee shall
constitute an Inquiry Committee.

132 The Director shall constitute the Inquiry Committee with
a chairperson through a formal act and in writing.

13.3  The Inquiry Committee shall consist of minimum of five
members.In case a woman is the victim, the chairperson
and the majority of the members of the Committee shall
be women. In case a man is the victim, the chairperson
and the majority of the members shall be men.

14. The Inquiry Committee (Internal Complaint Committee) enjoys
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statutory power as per the norms of Sexual Harassment of Women
at Workplace Act 2013 Art.11 (3).

14.1 Summoning and enforcing the attendance of any person
(complainant/ respondent/witness) and examining him/
her on oath and recording the statements;

142 Requiring the discovery and production of valid
documents;

14.3  Any other matter which may be prescribed.
Section IV - The Inquiry Process

1S. In case the complainant requests that the complaint should not
be concluded with a warning but should be processed, the same
may be processed and has to be solved within a stipulated time
of 90 working days, starting from the receipt of such a request, if
the date is different from the receipt of the complaint.

15.1  Within seven days from the starting of the inquiry process,
the Inquiry Committee shall summon the respondent and
read out the content of the complaint to him/her. The
respondent has no right to record, copy or get a copy
of the complaint. The reply of the respondent shall be
recorded by the Committee and he/she shall be allowed
fifteen days for further defence or clarifications. The
replies may also include a list of questions that the party
demands the Inquiry Committee to ask the other party or
its witnesses. In case the complainant has any additions
to make to the complaint filed earlier, he/she can submit
a statement to that effect in fifteen days.

defense and the list of questions, the Inquiry Committee
shall start the process of an oral hearing.

In the course of the oral hearing, the complainant, the
respondent, and their witnesses will be heard individually
and privately.

All parties can also submit documentary evidence, if any,
at the time of the oral hearing.

The Inquiry Committee shall have the power to ask any
questions that it deems fit to all parties during the oral
hearing.

The Inquiry Committee may ask also questions which
have been submitted by the complainant and respondent
for the other parties. However, the Inquiry Committee
has the right to reject any question that it has reasons to
believe to be irrelevant, mischievous or gender sensitive.

The Inquiry Committee may also call upon additional
witnesses and ask them any question that it may deem

fit.

The Inquiry Committee may request the concerned
authorities for any document pertaining to the complaint,
if that is within the limits of law.

The Inquiry Committee shall conduct the proceedings
in a fair manner and may provide opportunity to the
complainant and the respondent for presenting and

defending his/her case.

The Inquiry Committee may consider as relevant any
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earlier complaint against the respondent. However, at
no time in the inquiry process shall the past history of
sexual conduct of the complainant be probed into, as such
information shall be deemed irrelevant to a complaint of
sexual harassment.

If the respondent fails, without valid grounds, to appear for
three consecutive hearings convened by the Chairperson,
the Inquiry Committee may proceed with the complaint
based on available evidence.

Both parties have the right to get the assistance of legal
practitioners but they shall not take part in the inquiry
process.

Section V - Complaint Withdrawal

16. The complainant may withdraw his/her complaint in writing at
any time during the inquiry process. However, the Committee

must ascertain the reasons for the withdrawal of the complaint

and record the same in writing and get it counter-signed by the

complainant.

The inquiry procedure shall, on such withdrawals, be
terminated. However, the Committee may proceed if the
Committee is informed or has any reason to believe that
such withdrawal is the consequence or effect of coercion
or intimidation or influence by any other means exerted by
the respondent or any person on behalf of the respondent.

Section VI - Disciplinary Actions

17. At the conclusion of the inquiry process, the Committee may
recommend disciplinary action in its report to the eparchial/

archeparchial bishop/archbishop. Recommendation of disciplinary
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action by the Committee could depend on factors such as the
nature and extent of injury caused to the complainant, the impact
of the violation on the institution as a whole, the position of the
harasser in the hierarchy, the repetition of offences and similar
factors. The Committee may recommend disciplinary action in
the form of warning, written apology, bond of good behaviour
and other relevant mechanisms as prescribed either in the Church
laws or in the civil laws.

Section VII - Redressal

18. The Director shall submit a report along with recommended

disciplinary actions to the eparchial/archeparchial bishop/
archbishop within 7 working days from the date of definitive
conclusion of the case and it shall be intimated to both the parties
through a letter.

18.1 The bishop/archbishop upon the receipt of the inquiry
report may implement the disciplinary action on the basis
of the recommendations of the Committee within 30 days.

18.2  The disciplinary action may be proportionate to the nature
of the violation.

18.3 In case the complaint is not proved, the Committee shall
recommend that no action is required to be taken in the
matter.

18.4 Mere inability to substantiate a complaint or provide
adequate proof need not attract action against the
complainant.

In cases where the Committee arrives at the conclusion
that the allegation by the complainant is malicious or
fabricated with the full knowledge of the complainant
or where the complainant has produced any forged or
misleading document, the Committee may recommend
appropriate action against such complainant.

If the Committee arrives at a conclusion that during the
inquiry any witness has given false evidence or produced
any forged or misleading document, it may recommend
punitive action against the said witness.

Non-adversarial modes of redressal and resolution could
also be considered in appropriate cases. Examples of this
may be verbal warning, verbal apology, promise of good
behaviour and similar actions.

The victim of sexual harassment/complainant may have the
option to seek adjustments such as change of the room/
location of the office room, change of the quarters, etc.

The Committee, in exceptional cases, may ask the
eparchial/archeparchial Bishop to allow the complainant to
proceed on leave for a period of up to three months (the
leave will not be deducted from his/her leave account). In
case of extremely grave complaints the Committee may
propose to the eparchial/archeparchial bishop/archbishop
an administrative leave to the respondent.

The Committee may propose other reliefs also to the
complainant as may be prescribed.
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Section VIII - Appeal

19. The aggrieved party has the right to appeal against the
recommendations made by the Inquiry Committee. The aggrieved
party may appeal to the Appellate Safe Environment Committee
of the Syro Malabar Church within 10 working days from the date
of its receipt.

Section IX - Interpretation and Amendments

20. Official Interpretation of these Norms and Procedures is the
competence of the Major Archbishop who shall do so after
consulting the General Moderator for Administration of Justice
in the Syro-Malabar Church.

21. The amendments to these norms and procedure shall be made
by the Synod of the Syro-Malabar Church after having heard the
eparchies/archeparchies of the Syro-Malabar Major Archiepiscopal
Church, without prejudice to the norms given by the higher
authorities.

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REPORT OF THE DPPIC MEETING HELD ON
11.06.2020

The first meeting of DPPIC of this year was held on 11/06/2020 at
Bodhana Pastoral Centre which was presided by His Lordship Bishop
Mar Joseph Arumachadath. The meeting started at 10.45 am with a
prayer led by Rev. Fr. Sebastian. Then Fr. Abraham Areeparambil,
the Pastoral coordinator of the Diocese, formally welcomed all to the
meeting. In continuation, Sr. Supriya DSH]J, the secretary of DPPIC
read out the minutes of the previous meeting, which was then passed
unanimously.

It was then followed by the sharing of the activities already held and
action plan for the coming year by the members of the respective
commissions.

e Fr. Tino presented the report of Catechism Commission in which
he mentioned that the Teacher’s Training Program could not be
conducted due to COVID-19 pandemic. The action plan from
June 2020 to May 2021 was presented. The Bishop suggested to
conduct a one day training program for the teachers later. Fr. Tino
also informed that the distribution of the prizes for the winners
of the lock-down period competitions in each parish will be done
on a later period.

e Tr. Sebastian unveiled the Action Plan of the Commission for
Evangelisation. The Bishop emphasised the need to conduct
Christeen Retreat or Vocation Camps for the children. It was also
proposed that some more relevant activities should be organised
for CML members by the commission. For example: Activities
related to Mission Sunday Celebration, Charity works etc. The
best Unit or forane need to be awarded with prizes. He added that
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the commission should go hand in hand with the Catechism to
arrange more practical activities.

e Fr. Saji shared the Action Plan of Family Apostolate. It was
informed that the most recent Marriage Preparation Course could
not be organised due to covid. This year the preparations are
going on to arrange the next Marriage Preparation Course. He
also expressed his willingness to conduct parish wise recollection
and adoration for the family as per request. The Bishop said
to contact Kakkanad/ Ernakulam for the possibility of online
Marriage Preparation Course which will be helpful for those
who are preparing for the marriage or just got married during
this pandemic.

e Fr. Thomas Kulathinkal presented the Action Plan for the Laity
Commission for the year 2020 — 2021.

e Fr. Sajeesh presented and explained the Programme of the
Education Commission. Then Bishop mentioned that the meetings
of the HM’s and the managers are to be arranged this year as it
could not be conducted in the last year. He elucidated the need
of teaching the children about the principles of democracy and
the values of secularism of our country in order to form them
in the upright manner. He said about conducting seminars for
the aided school teachers. It was suggested to have an internal
inspection within our diocesan schools which would boost the
growth of the schools.

e Fr.James Cherucheruppil presented the Action Plan of Vincent de
Paul and told about the need to have ‘Area Conferences’ in every
forane and Central Conference in diocese. The Bishop encouraged
making this idea implemented at the earliest. He asked him to
hold all the Area Conferences on or before 25th July 2020.
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e Sr. Usha presented and explained the programs of Women
Commission. She said that this year most of the programs will
be organized family based or parish based.

e Fr. Abraham Areeparambil presented the year plan of Social
work as well as Commission for Health. He also shared about
the activities of MSSS in connection with Covid 19.

e Very Rev. Fr. Kuriakose shared about the Liturgy Commission
programs. He said that the Syro-Malabar liturgy is under renewal
process. Bishop mentioned about the need to translate the books
of sacraments and sacramentals to Kannada language.

Thereafter it was informed by Rev. Fr. Sajeesh that all the Commissions
should give their reports for Bhadradeepa on time. Rev. Fr. Abraham
said that all the activity photos should be dated ones and each
commission should save them in laptops for further use.

In his presidential address the Bishop encouraged and inspired all the
commission leaders with his figurative expression to become like the
motor which gives power and push to all. He said that every crisis
has an opportunity including Covid period. He requested all to co-
operate with the parish priests and others to work effectively during
this challenging times. He appreciated all the members and wished
success for the envisaged Action Plans and Programs.

Finally the next meeting date was proposed to be 29th August 2020
at 10. am The vote of thanks was proposed by Rev. Fr. Tino. The
meeting concluded with a prayer. All dispersed after lunch.
